Food Stamps and AHCCCS.

We will loan you a monthly Bus
Pass enabling you to find work,
stay employed, go to meetings,
etc. We assist in job
placement, provide clothing
and a start up hygiene
package.

We participate in the Homeless
Court program where, if you
qualify, you may get your Pima
County and City of Tucson
Warrants and Fines remedied.

All of our Houses have phones
enabling you to contact
prospective employers,
sponsors, and Parole/Probation
Officers.

We offer Drivers License and
Typing Classes and have access
to multiple educational programs.

All of our Houses are located
within three blocks of bus routes.

We participate in an educational
program that should you choose to
continue your education while
working your regular job, we will
assist you in getting your own
computer for your studies. The
computer is yours to keep.

Our Program Fees are $100 per
week or $435 per month. You are
required to cook and provide your
own food and all hygiene items.
We understand that we will have
to work with you financially until
you are able to find work.

Our laundry is free and on site.
We go to the Food Bank as often
as needed. We have weights and
a Bow-Flex for recreational
exercise.
